Vavasor Powell (1617-1670) was a native
of Radnorshire who settled in
Montgomeryshire in the 1650s. He was an
itinerant puritan preacher around the
Welsh borders in the years before the
English Civil War. When Parliament
gained control of Wales in 1646 his
evangelistic activities earned him the
nickname, "Metropolitan of the
Itinerants'”. In 1650 he was appointed
an "Approver"™ under the Act for the
Propagation of the Gospel in Wales, and
was active in removing established
clergy on the grounds of incompetence
and replacing them with puritan pastors.
With the Restoration he was imprisoned
for refusing to take the oath of
supremacy, and spent most of his last
decade in gaol. Alexander Griffith,
author of the Strena, was one of the
dispossessed, having been deprived of
his living of Glasbury on the grounds of
"lasciviousness and drunkenness™.
Morgan Watkin was a Quaker who was
involved in a public dispute with
Powell at Knighton in July 1658.
