The examinant says that upon a Sunday in October last which was the day
the wakes were kept at Llanwyddelan and this examinant’s master and mistress being gone from home to the
said wakes and this examinant left alone at home to care for their house, one Thomas Jones of Manafon,
labourer, a workman employed to work for the said Lewis Morgan by the day came to this examinant and
desired her to give him some apples. This examinant answered the said Thomas Jones that she had no apples
to give him upon which the sad Thomas Jones did bid this examinant to come to him and he would show her
a way to get some apples and with a piece of wood which he took into his hand he raised up a board that was
upon the floor of the chamber over the kitchen they were then in and ordered this examinant to get into the
chamber overhead that way, and he would hold a safe or cupboard which was there for her to tread upon to
help her to climb up. This examinant refused to go up for some time but at last by his earnest persuasion she
went, and the said Thomas Jones told the examinant that that was not the first time he had raised up those
boards, that he had been at that work several times and he then gave this examinant his hat to put the apples
in which she accordingly did and reached the apples down to him. He immediately afterwards did bid this
examinant reach him two fleeces of wool down. She asked him from whence and he told her out of the coffer
there, and this examinant did accordingly take out of the said coffer (it having no lid on) two fleeces of wool
and delivered them to the said Thomas Jones who took the wool and apples thence after having first helped
this examinant down and set the said board in its place again. And this examinant further says that on a
Saturday about a month afterwards this examinant was sent by her said master Lewis Morgan into a meadow
to catch a horse for him and her mistress to ride abroad. And the said Thomas Jones came to this examinant
into the meadow and charged her that she should be sure to bring him some small or broken wool out of a
bag that was in the said chamber when her master and mistress had gone out. This examinant refused at first
telling the said Thomas Jones she could not climb up or raise up the board without help, but he assuring her
she could easily do it, she tried and went up and brought him some small wool according to his directions in
her petticoat and delivered it to him. And this examinant further says that about two or three days after (her
said master and mistress being not at home) the said Thomas Jones came to their house to this examinant and
begged she would give him some apples. She told him she had none, but he ordered her to go into the
chamber aforesaid for some which she accordingly did. He further told this examinant to fill a pair of large
pockets (which his wife had then lately given this examinant) full of apples for him which she did, and
reached them down to him some whereof he took away then and the rest he left with this examinant in the
pockets and ordered her to put them to keep at the feet of her bed until he should take them at some other
time which this examinant doing accordingly her said mistress happened to find the said apples in this
examinant’s bed and she charged this examinant with the taking of the apples. This examinant at first by the
directions of the said Thomas Jones denied the taking saying that she had them off the trees, but that excuse
not satisfying her mistress this examinant at length confessed the whole truth to her mistress and that she had
taken the wool and apples by the persuasion of the said Thomas Jones who for her pains promised her a pair
of stockings and his wife promised her a linsey wolsey apron. The mark of Margaret Morris.

Examination-theft. [34H17]

13 December 1733. The examination of Jane wife of Lewis Morgan of Manafon before George Robinson.
This examinant says that she has been a housekeeper for several years and always took great care of her
goods that came into her custody and kept the same especially small things locked up in her store chamber,
yet notwithstanding she has often lost several things, as particularly three strikes of wheat at one time out of
a coffer that was in the chamber over the kitchen. Several parcels of wool, apples and several small things,
and this examinant has been very much concerned for the losses which her said husband and she have had



but never could guess by what means they could be taken out of their said store chamber till about a fortnight
ago Margaret Morris this examinant’s servant maid confessed to this examinant that she, by the persuasion
and assistance of Thomas Jones of Manafon, labourer (who very often worked for this examinant’s husband
by the day) had taken some wool and apples out of the said store chamber for the said Thomas Jones through
a hole he had made by raising up the boards of the said store chamber for that purpose, and this examinant
says that she has lost abundance more wool and apples and other things than her said maid had confessed or
this examinant believes were taken by her said maid’s knowledge. The mark of Jane Morgan.

5 January 1734. The examination of Gwen Morris of Llanfair before George Robinson.

This examinant says that in March last past she came to live as servant with Thomas Jones of Manafon,
labourer, and that she continued in his service till May following which was six weeks and that this
examinant’s bed being betwixt the said Thomas Jones bed and the stairs that he must go down to get out of
his bed chamber, this examinant heard the said Thomas Jones often during that time pass down the said stairs
at unreasonable times of the night out of this bed and return up again to his bed in the morning before break
of day, and this examinant did not know where the said Thomas Jones went but she observed that his own
hay being all done above a fortnight before there would be none left at their going to bed at night to give two
cows that he then had, but against her rising every next morning there would be hay brought for his said
cows which she thinks and then suspected he had taken out of Lewis Morgan of Manafon’s cowhouse which
was very near the said Thomas Jones’s cowhouse. The said Lewis Morgan often then complaining that some
body did steal his hay, and the reason that induced this examinant to suspect that the said Thomas Jones did
usually take the said Lewis Morgan’s hay was that one night as she lay in bed she saw Thomas Jones go out
of his bed chamber down stairs and soon after she heard somebody drawing the said Lewis Morgan’s hay in
a ‘tallat’ or loft that was contiguous to this examinant’s bed chamber. This examinant thereupon rose out of
her bed to see who it was and she did then see the said Thomas Jones draw the said Lewis Morgan’s hay and
put it into a sheet that was sown together like a bag and take it away out of the said Lewis Morgan’s
cowhouse into the said Thomas Jones’s own cowhouse and that she then went to bed again it being about
break of day and soon after the said Thomas Jones returned to his bed chamber and went to bed again and
that morning when this examinant went to milk the said Thomas Jones’s cows she saw some hay before them
and the more very near covered with that straw this examinant verily believes the said Thomas Jones did not
buy any hay for his said cows nor had any the night before. The mark of Gwen Morris.

Examination-theft. [34H18]

11 October 1733. The examination of John Whitcherley of Cil, labourer, taken before George Robinson.
This examinant says that in the month of May last he lost a ewe and that for several days made a strict search
for her in every place where he suspected she might be but could not find her. He also enquired of several
persons if they had seen her and particularly of John Stanway of Ffridd Pen-y-wern, yeoman, but he and
everybody else that he enquired of said that they had not seem her, so that this examinant despaired of ever
finding her, but this examinant being on Wednesday last 3 instant October on Ffridd Common in pa. Berriew
observed a ewe with a lamb following her very like this examinant’s ewe that he had lost, and viewing her
more narrowly perceived it was the very same ewe that he had lost and that she had been shorn and raddle
marked and pitch marked and also her ear mark altered since this examinant had lost her, with the same
pitchmark and raddle mark that the said John Stanway used to put on his sheep, and that the lamb that
followed her had also the same ear mark pitch mark and raddle mark. Whereupon this examinant went to the
said John Stanway’s house and asked him if he had seen any ewe and lamb of this examinant’s when he
washed or shore his own sheep, to which the said John Stanway replied that he had not seen any such, upon
which this examinant told the said John Stanway that he this examinant had found the ewe he had lost with a
lamb after her under the said John Stanway’s raddle mark, pitch mark and ear mark as aforesaid, to which the
said John Stanway answered that if he had found any such he might take them, for that the said Stanway (as
he said) knew nothing of them, and the said Stanway came at this examinant’s request with him to view the
said ewe and lamb and then confessed that he had shorn and marked the said ewe and lamb, but did not
observe them to be strange sheep, but a little while afterwards upon further discourse the said John Stanway
confessed to this examinant that after he had set one stroke of raddle upon the said ewe he thought she was
not his own and however he proceeded to put the other stroke. The mark of John Whitcherley.

The examination of John Stanway of Ffridd Pen-y-wern, yeoman. This examinant confesses that he did shear
raddle mark and pitch mark the said ewe claimed by the said John Whitcherley as above and also did ear
mark, pitchmark and raddle mark the said lamb but did not perceive them to be strange sheep till about a
fortnight ago he was raddling the said ewe a second time and he denies that he altered the ear mark of the
said ewe. The mark of John Stanway.



14 January 1734. The examination of Henry Davies of Ffridd Pen-y-wern, labourer. This examinant says that
about Michaelmas last John Whitcherley then of Ffridd Pen-y-wern came to this examinant’s master Arthur
Jones and told him he thought he had found the ewe he had lost shorn and with a lamb following her and that
they were raddle marked and pitch marked and ear marked after the same manner as John Stanway of Ffridd
Pen-y-wern usually marked his own sheep, and desired this examinant’s said master to come with him the
said John Whitcherley to view her, whereupon they both and this examinant did put the said ewe and lamb
into a house to take an exact view of them. And this examinant says that he very well knew the same ewe
and that she was the said John Whitcherley’s ewe but that she then was raddle marked and pitchmarked with
the said John Stanway’s raddle and pitch mark and that the ear mark of the said ewe was altered since this
examinant had formerly seen her, one of the ears being slit which made her ear mark something like the said
John Stanway’s which he usually put on his sheep, and that the same that the lamb that followed the said ewe
had then the same ear mark, raddle mark and pitch mark as the rest of the said John Stanway’s sheep. The
mark of Henry Davies.
