Pay his Rent by Working for his Landlord at Seven Shillings
A Week. At Lady day 1800 the pauper went to reside on
"His™ Tenement and resided thereon till December 1800 when he
was removed; after the pauper had taken possession of the
farm he refused to perform any Work for the Landlord and
in consequence thereof the Landlord did not perform his
Engagement with respect to the repairs, the Lime or fences,

The Landlord understood that if he did not do what he had
Engaged to do he would be Obliged to make an Allowance in the
Rent in respect of the Lime and fences, etc. A former Tenant
Proved that he had Rented the farm at Ten Guineas a year

For the two last preceding years ending Lady day 1800 (the
Landlord allowing Land Tax) but as a Bye Tack and not to reside
upon - It was also proved that when the pauper took the
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farm it was out of Repair.
